SLUNG LOW AIM HIGH, AT HOME AND ABROAD
Yorkshire-based site-specific theatre makers Slung Low mark a new phase in their creative development in 2012 with two major new projects: Converging Paths – five separate productions of interlinked stories, staged at different North Yorkshire arts festivals over the course of the year; and Pandemic, a new project commissioned for the Singapore Arts Festival, completing their ‘vampire trilogy’ They Only Come at Night. 

Slung Low have been carving out a position as one of the UK’s most innovative young companies creating astonishing immersive pieces of theatre over the past 10 years. For 2012, five North Yorkshire festivals have uniquely come together to provide Slung Low with an even more broad canvas on which to create their distinctive brand of theatre experience: Converging Paths will be a series of new performance pieces based on the novel, The Ground Remembers by Matthew David Scott. Each show will draw in turn on the personality and geography of the towns of Scarborough, Pickering, Richmond, Harrogate and Grassington and be a stand-alone experience that can be enjoyed on its own, but, taken as a whole, as five distinct variations on a narrative theme, the pieces converge into one epic, audience adventure. 
Converging Paths follows the story of Helen, Philip and Edwin, best friends who do everything together. Helen tells the boys stories, stories about the three of them and the world they live in, all wrapped up in fantasy and fairy-tale and truth. One night Helen goes missing. Her clothes are found by the side of a river. No trace of her is ever found… 10 years later, Edwin and Philip are about to find out everything.

Part 1 of Converging Paths will be Darkness at the Sun Court, and will take place once only in the Sun Court of Scarborough Spa as part of the Coastival Festival on February 11th 2012. This will be followed in the summer by four more events in swift succession in spectacular locations: Part 2 - Keep, also only once, on June 3rd in Richmond Castle as part of the Swaledale Festival; Part 3 - Retrospective from 18th-22nd June in the town centre as part of Grassington Festival; Part 4 - Memorial from July 12th-14th in the town centre at the Harrogate Festival and concluding with Part 5 - Story Book, again in a single performance, on July 28th at Pickering Castle at the Ryedale Festival. All performances will be created by Slung Low's creative team, performed by a core company of actors and in conjunction with the experimental York-based choir, The 24.

In a coup for the company, concurrent with Converging Paths, Slung Low have been invited to create a new piece, the third part of their ‘Vampire trilogy’ They Only Come at Night which started with Resurrection (Lowry, 2009) and Visions (Barbican 2009) for the Singapore Arts Festival. Pandemic will play in an old school building in Mount Sophia, at the Singapore Arts Festival from 23rd-27th May 2012. 
Pandemic, which was commissioned by the Singapore Festival after seeing Visions, takes place in the same vampire-infested world as the two preceding parts of the trilogy, where Singapore has become the last stronghold of humankind against the encroaching power of the vampires. Performers and spectators of Pandemic are immersed in this world together, making up the small remaining band of fighters who have survived the vampire onslaught. But the creatures have discovered man's final hiding hole and are on their way…… Pandemic will be an interactive theatre installation for a brave and thoughtful audience. 
Over the past ten years, Slung Low have recreated a battlezone with a cast of 100 extras at the Lowry Centre, made hundreds of theatregoers believe in vampires, and set fire to the Liverpool Everyman Theatre in a final Viking funeral of the building before demolition. Converging Paths and Pandemic will be two quite distinct but equally thrilling, spectacular and heart-stopping theatre experiences that will cement their reputation as one of the UK’s most exciting young companies.

Slung Low, led by Artistic Director Alan Lane and Producer Laura Clark, has been making theatre that 
re-defines the theatre experience for the last ten years. Based in The Holbeck Underground Ballroom (or HUB) in five railway arches in Leeds, their aim is to make unlikely, ambitious and original adventures for audiences, each with powerful, moving story at its heart. Their ambition is to transport audiences to new places and to make them see familiar places from new perspectives. 

Previous productions include: Time at Moghul Gardens in 2005 (Bradford Festival); 1139 Miles in 2006 (Bradford City Centre); the original They Only Come at Night (Stir Festival) and Underground  (2007); The Oxford Samuel Beckett Theatre Trust Award-winning Helium (Barbican, London, 2008); They Only Come at Night: Visions made for the underground car park at the Barbican; They Only Come at Night: Resurrection h][‘#/ m(Lowry); Last Seen, a sonic walk-about tour co-produced by the Almeida Theatre, and Beyond the Front Line, an epic outdoor installation about the armed services, co-produced with The Lowry, The Imperial War Museum and the University of Salford (all 2009); Anthology, co-produced with the Liverpool Everyman, with seven stories unfolding simultaneously on journeys around Hope Street, Liverpool (2010); Mapping the City, a 3 hour epic adventure around the city of Hull commissioned by imove, Hull Truck and Hull City Council; The Correct Frequency for Stories, a site-specific experience created in an old evacuee camp (Grassington Festival); Finale, a ceremony combining a sound installation, a procession and fire, to mark the rebuilding of the Liverpool Everyman Theatre; Original Bearings, a bus tour exploring real and imagined history of Holbeck, Leeds and 15 Minutes Live, 6 radio plays recorded before an audience with a live band, all created in 2011, the company’s busiest year yet. Slung Low also have a travelling Airstream caravan, the ‘Knowledge Emporium’, which travels to theatres and festivals around the country exchanging sweets for knowledge which is recorded in the Big Book of Everything that We Know.
